About Kiron Reid

[Caption] Kiron Reid: a long term record of action and experience on criminal law and policing, protest, political campaigning and election observation.

Kiron Reid was prominent as Liverpool city councillor for Anfield and Assistant to the Lib Dem Leaders of Liverpool City Council, Mike Storey and Warren Bradley. He was Assistant Executive Member (to Mike Storey) dealing with major regeneration projects. Professionally he has been a lecturer in Law at the University of Liverpool for many years and is now an Honorary Research Fellow. These pages are a personal and political web site (since 2007).

Born in Liverpool (1971) and brought up in Hightown, Kiron’s father was a doctor in Walton and surrounding areas and his mother a home economics teacher. He joined the Liberal Party in 1987. He was National Chair of the Young Liberal Democrats of England 1992-93 and first Chair of the new Liberal Democrat Youth and Students of England and Wales 1993-94. Kiron was active in the Critical Lawyers’ Group and the anti-road extension movement of the mid-1990s, supporting non-violent direct action. He has worked for many years in support of the right to peaceful protest.

Kiron studied Law at Bristol University and taught Law at the Universities of Leeds (1992-93) and Kent (1993-94 part time while taking his Barrister exams). An expert in Criminal Law and Civil Liberties / Police Powers, his work has been published in the leading academic journals. Kiron has trained the people who train solicitors. He was a member of Merseyside Police Authority 1999 – 2003. He has given guest lectures at the Universities of Bordeaux, Bochum (in the Ruhr), Sarajevo and Banja Luka in Bosnia, and in Galway. In Bosnia he was the first international guest lecturer at the police academy in Banja Luka.

Currently Honorary Research Fellow, School of Law. Lecturer in Law, University of Liverpool from 1994 to 2013. Former Senior Tutor (in charge of student welfare) and School Director of Careers and Employability.
